Butler Gulch
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"Blue Monday" hikers broke the

mold from doing the same old RMOTHG
hikes. We provided something for
everyone. We did a nice hike up to
Eccles Pass from Frisco when the
Aspen were just starting to turn. We
also climbed Mt Massive (14,421 ft)
near Leaduville; it is the second highest
peak in Colorado. A black bear ran
across the trail when we were making
the ascent, but it didn't want to join us
on the push to the summit. We also did
two Easy A hikes as well, one from
Loveland Valley to Bakerville, 5 miles
and a Loss of 1,000 feet in elevation.
The other was a Sunday morning flora
and fauna hike in Roxborough State
Park that was only five, mostly-level
miles. In October we are going back to
the Buffalo Peaks Wilderness to summit
North Buffalo Peak. Buffalo Peaks
Wilderness is one of Colorado's newest
wilderness areas designated by the

1993 Colorado Wilderness Act.
Buffalo Peaks offers an enjoyable
alternative to nearby areas thronged
by crowds pursuing 14er summits.
Located about 10 miles SW of
Fairplay, the Buffalo Peaks are two,
high-domed mountains plainly visible
throughout South Park and the
Arkansas Valley. Twenty-five to thirty
million years ago, volcanic ash and
lava flows filled a valley here, and the
subsequent uplifting and erosion
shaped the summits we see today.
The peaks mark the southern
terminus of the Mosquito Range, a
large faulted anticline. Beaver, elk,
mule deer and one of Colorado's

largest herds of bighorn sheep (150
individuals) call the Buffalo Peaks
Wilderness home, but human visitors,
relatively few, prefer the nearby and
more glamorous Collegiate Peaks
Wilderness.

We will also schedule an unofficial
winery tour to Balisteri Vineyards in
North Denver. Also, we will schedule
several Easy A hikes on the
weekends.
